This document is provided by the Bureaux of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Body to draft and 
negotiate a WHO convention, agreement or other international instrument on pandemic prevention, 
preparedness and response (INB) and the Working Group on Amendments to the International Health 
Regulations (2005) (WGIHR) to support the discussions that took place during the virtual informal meeting 
of Member States on 5 June 2023, in preparation for the joint INB-WGIHR plenary meeting to be held on 
21 and 24 July 2023. 

It identifies a non-exhaustive list of issues/topics that are being addressed both in the INB and WGIHR 
processes. It does not purport to propose the allocation of issues or topics to either process.
