Thank you for your e-mail dated October 14, 2021, regarding our returning of your general access
fee and your request for information regarding records “describing the purification of the alleged
Covid-19 Virus”.

Section 12(1) of the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act references how we are
to respond to an access request that we have accepted. As mentioned in your letter, you clarified
that this was not a request for medical information but rather “laboratory purification” which has to
do with chemistry. The Calgary Police Service does not collect records regarding purification of
viruses.

You indicated in your e-mail “Calgary Police have enforced the so-called “emergency legislation”
and thus ought to have such records on hand.” CPS is a law enforcement organization whose role
is to enforce legislation. We do not collect or review information with regards to whether a
legislation should or should not be enacted - that is the role of law makers. Once a law is enacted,
CPS has a duty to enforce that law. As such, we do not have these types of records within our
custody and control.

As per section 6(1) of FOIP, an applicant has a right of access to any record in the custody or
control of a public body. Since these records are not in the custody or control of the Calgary Police
Service, we have returned your application fee as this is not a request for information that the
Calgary Police Service has. It is not the practice of the Calgary Police Service to accept the fee
for records that are not in our custody or control. Normally, when a request for records is received
that does not pertain to Calgary Police Service records, we would transfer the request under
section 15(1) to the appropriate public body. In this case, we could not determine which public
body would be most appropriate, which is why we advised contacting Alberta Health Services
directly.

Thank you for your access request and accompanying $5.00 application fee under the Municipal
Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (MFIPPA), which | received on

September 17, 2021. You are asking for all records describing the isolation of a SARS-COV-2
virus, directly from a sample taken for a diseased patient, where the patient sample was not first
combined with any other source of genetic material (i.e. monkey kidney cells aka vero cells; liver
cancer cells. You have further indicated that you are not requesting records where isolation of
SARS-COV-2 refers to the culturing of something, or the performance of an amplification test
(i.e. a PCR test), or the sequencing of something.

The laboratory test results of residents of Halton Region that have tested positive for
SARS-COV-2 have been provided to our Health Department by Public Health Ontario (who is
responsible for COVID-19 testing). Although these records describe the testing method used
for the SARS-CQOV-2 virus, according to our Health Department's Director of Infectious
Diseases Control all records of positive COVID-19 test results received from Public Health
Ontario indicate that patient samples submitted for COVID-19 testing were analysed by means
of a PCR test. As such, we have not located any records that are responsive to your request.

Since the testing for COVID-19 is completed by Public Health Ontario, Laboratory Services, you
may wish to review the details of PCR testing for COVID-19 on their website at the following
web address: https://www.publichealthontario.ca/en/laboratory-services/test-information-
index/covid-19.

A search of emails, electonic databases and files as well as hard copy materials uncovered no documentation
describing the isolation of SARS-COV-2 viruses from patient derived samples. Health Canada is responsible for
authorization of health products for use on the Canadian market and in clinical trials. This type of information would not
typically be evaluated by Health Canada as part of the authorization of these activities. In addition, Health Canada
does not work directly with patient samples or SARS-COV-2 virus as this would require Level 3 containment facilities
which are not housed at Health Canada. Information on virus isolation would be best obtained from the Public Health
Agency of Canada or the National Reaearch Council.

Thank you for your response, however my request (attached) is not for personal information.

I explicitly stated in my follow up email to Mayor Doyle and Dr. Moore that my request is for general
records.

I would be very surprised if a description of methodology used to (allegedly) "isolate SARS-COV-2" is
entered into any patient record, anywhere. One would expect such a description to be found in a
scientific study, or perhaps a government report.

Further, I explicitly stated the following in my request:

...my request includes any record matching the above description, for example (but not limited
to) any published peer-reviewed study authored by anyone, anywhere, ever that Dr. Kieran
Moore or KFL&A Public Health has downloaded or printed.

If any records match the above description of requested records and are currently available to
the public elsewhere, please provide enough information about each record so that [ may
identify and access each one with certainty (i.e. title, author(s), date, journal, where the public
may access it).

It's unclear to me how anyone could interpret such a request as a request for personal information.
Regardless, 14 (1) of the Act does not apply to my request.

My apologies for the delay in responding to you. During the last month | moved, then was on vacation, and have been
sick with migraines a couple of times.

In response to your query dated August 5th, yes my request is intended for records that include a description of the
methods used to "isolate the covid-19 virus". | had in mind scientific research papers, but am open to receiving other
types of records that might fit my description.

| am not seeking any private health information.

I am not interested in papers claiming that "the virus" was isolated if they don't include a clear description of the
methodology used (since it's impossible to evaluate a claim that doesn't describe the methodology), or papers that
involve an adulterated patient sample (i.e. a sample mixed with monkey kidney cells, antibiotics and fetal bovine
serum), or papers that claim to have "isolated the virus" but in fact did only other things (i.e. sequencing of
supernatant, PCR tests, inoculation of a cell line with something claimed to contain "the virus").

In the pdf letter that you sent me yesterday, you stated that:

"We are not clear on the records that you are requesting, as we are not aware that isolation of a virus in the
manner that you have described is possible for any virus; it is not within the scope of current scientific
processes. On this basis, we are not able to process your request as it is currently worded."

To my knowledge, there is nothing in the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act requiring a request to
conform to current scientific (or in this case, unscientific) processes. And if an institution has no responsive records,
they are required under FIPPA to state this explicitly.

Nine other institutions, including 6 from Canada, have already responded to the exact same request. None claimed
that they were unable to process my request as worded. In fact, the FOI coordinator for Health Canada advised that |
also submit my request to the National Research Council and the Public Health Agency of Canada, as worded (which
I did). None of the institutions had any responsive records and they simply stated this.

Please be advised that responses from institutions, including any refusals to process my request, are being made
public and shared around the world.

Re section 24 (1) (c), it is clearly not intended to require payment at the exact same moment that the request is
submitted. Such a requirement would be bizarre, not in the public interest, and contrary to the purposes and intent of
the legislation. Literally thousands of successfully completed FIPPA requests in recent months/years (including many
of my own) would never have been completed.

The OPP's FOI webpage cites this Ministry webpage: http://www.mcscs.jus.gov.on.ca/english/about_min/foi/foi.html
which states:

For p.2 | don’t know, We still have not been able to get to the PCR . | would think it should be either the same titer as
p.1 or higher. So 15ul to 30ul in a T75 should be enough.
And we just setup plates today to do the titration.

To make p.2 | had 1ug/ml of TPCK trypsin in the media (DMEM, 2% FBS, P/S) during the virus absorption, removed the
inoculum after 1hr and replaced with fresh media containing 2% FBS, penn/strep and 1ug/ml TPCK trypsin (so the same
media as the adsorption). You are correct. We did NOT perform centrifugation or high trypsin when we used p.1 to
make p.2. Just a normal infection procedure (except with the addition of 1ug/ml TCPK trypsin).

| attached a figure from our grant. The CPE and RT-PCR on p.1 is in there. Obvious differences between the sensitivity of
the primers (although, we used one concentration of primer/probes, and not the suggested concentrations that was
suggested).

If any records match the above descriptions of requested
records and are currently available to the public elsewhere, please provide enough
information about each record so that {I} may identify and access each record with certainty
(i.e. author; title; date; publisher); please provide URLs where possible”.

As further clarified, June 24, 2021, “The request was not only for records of isolation/purification, but
any analysis whatsoever of "the variant". Three bullets from the original request were highlighted and
an additional search was requested for: -

e describe the discovery (not manufacture / fabrication / creation / assembly /
alignment / trimming / mapping) of the alleged genome for this alleged particular
new variant of coronavirus;

e describe how this alleged new variant of coronavirus relates to the alleged "SARS-
COV-2";

e include any additional analysis/investigation into this alleged '""new variant".
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In response to your request, please find attached the records released in full. In addition as requested, please
find below URLSs for records matching the above descriptions of requested records and that are
currently available to the public for ease of access:

1. Describe the discovery (not
manufacture/fabrication/creation/assembly/alignment/trimming/mapping) of the alleged
genome for this alleged particular new variants of coronavirus.

Within the scope of ‘discovery’ of the B.1.1.7 (Alpha) variant in Canada, following
release of the first identified genome for B.1.1.7 on the global genomics lineage platform
PANGO from a sample on 7 February 2020, NML identified a small number of isolated
cases. The sample came from patient nasopharyngeal swab that tested positive for
COVID-19 by PCR test and was then went for whole-genomic sequencing. Standard
techniques for genome sequencing were used. There are 21 identifiable genomic
differences between the B.1.1.7 (Alpha) variant and the original Wuhan-1 reference
genome. The whole B.1.1.7 (Alpha) “family” of variants now has, on average,
approximately 38 mutations from that original Wuhan-1 reference genome.

2. Describe how this alleged new variant of coronavirus relates to the alleged “SARS-COV-2”
Copies of the Wuhan-1 and the first Canadian B.1.1.7 (Alpha) sequences can be
provided. Sequence data tracing the evolution of the SARS-CoV-2 virus, including
Canadian samples as well as globally, are published on GISAID.

3. Include any additional analysis/investigation into this alleged “new variant”

There were no specific additional analyses related to the ‘discovery’ of B.1.1.7 (Alpha) in
Canada at that time. Since the declaration of B.1.1.7 (Alpha) as a Variant of Concern by
the WHO on 18 December 2020, PHAC has gathered clinical case and laboratory data
as part of its routine public health responsibility for evaluation of epidemiological factors
associated with this and other variants, including severity, transmissibility, immune
response, and vaccine effectiveness. Analyses such as these have been a incorporated
into the modelling reports provided to the public throughout the pandemic, including
those on COVID-19 daily epidemiology update and linked to from this site.

Both the response letter and the release package have
sections that are coloured and/or underlined, and they look like hyperlinks but there are no live hyperlinks in the
documents (with the exception of a live link to the website of the Office of the Information Commissioner), and there
are no other documents. Was this by design or accident? If by accident, may | have corrected versions of these
documents with live links, and any other documents that | was meant to receive?

Also, the notes state that "NML identified a small number of isolated cases". Does PHAC have no records stating
what that "small number" is?

The note continues: "The sample [SINGULAR] came from patient nasopharyngeal swab that tested positive for
COVID-19 by PCR test and was then went for whole-genomic sequencing." Am | to understand that only 1 patient
sample has been classified as positive for the alleged "Alpha variant" via "whole-genomic" sequencing?

The note continues: "Standard techniques for genomic sequencing were used". Does this mean that PHAC has no
records that actually describe the specific methodology that was used?

| would expect PHAC to have record(s):

Great question. The regulations of our FOIPOP act prescribe the forms applicable to the act. You can view the regulations
here. Form 1 is the form which allows application for access to information. We have simply adopted this form into
something more accessible for requesters, you will see it is similar but specific to Dalhousie instead of the generic form.

However, not all information asked for on the form is strictly necessary to make an application. We do not require a
mailing address unless you wish to receive your correspondence and information release via mail. Same with phone
number, we do not require that unless you wish for us to call you. There is also a spot for a fax # on the Form 1 — again
not required unless you wish to receive correspondence via fax. And finally, if you are submitting the form electronically
you do not need to sign it in the traditional way.

Please note that section 29 (1) of the Act states:

With regard to the 1st part of my request (for records describing purification):

All 41 Canadian institutions (including Public Health Agency of Canada) that were previously queried with the same
request admitted to having no such records. All 100 additional institutions from over 25 additional countries also failed to
provide or cite any such records. No one on the planet appears to have any record of the alleged virus having been
purified from any patient sample even though purification from many patient samples would be necessary to prove the
existence of a deadly virus circulating in humans. (All of the previous responses are publicly available on my website:

The response is nonsensical and not in accordance with the legislation.

It states that: "the Act stipulates the Act does not apply “to a record respecting or associated with research conducted or
proposed by an employee of an educational institution or by a person associated with an educational institution”.
Accordingly, the request for any study/report described above is considered outside of the scope of the Act."

There is nothing in my request that specifies records respecting or associated with research conducted or proposed by an
employee of an educational institution or by a person associated with an educational institution.

It's ridiculous to suggest that all laboratory work is conducted or proposed by an employee of an educational institution or
by a person associated with an educational institution.

And, the section cited is clearly not intended for application to imaginary, theoretical records.

All 48 Canadian institutions (including Public Health Agency of Canada) that were previously queried with the same
request admitted to having no such records. All 118 additional institutions from over 25 additional countries also failed to
provide or cite any such records. No one on the planet appears to have any record of the alleged virus having been
purified from any patient sample even though purification from many patient samples would be necessary to prove the
existence of a deadly virus circulating in humans.

Thank you for your letter, however | find it unsatisfactory and require clarification.

You have stated that my request "is denied because the Act does not apply to it. That is, as per Section 65(8.1)(a)
research exclusion, a record respecting or associated with research conducted or proposed by an employee of an
educational institution or by a person associated with an educational institution is excluded from access under the Act."

Please note that section 29 (1) of the Act states:

Contents of notice of refusal
29 (1) Notice of refusal to give access to a record or a part thereof under section 26 shall set
out
(a) where there is no such record,
(i) that there is no such record...
(b) where there is such a record,
(i) the specific provision of this Act under which access is refused,
(ii) the reason the provision applies to the record,

With regard to the 1st part of my request (for records describing purification):

All 41 Canadian institutions (including Public Health Agency of Canada) that were previously queried with the same
request admitted to having no such records. All 100 additional institutions from over 25 additional countries also failed to
provide or cite any such records. No one on the planet appears to have any record of the alleged virus having been
purified from any patient sample even though purification from many patient samples would be necessary to prove the
existence of a deadly virus circulating in humans. (All of the previous responses are publicly available on my website:
https://www.fluoridefreepeel.ca/fois-reveal-that-health-science-institutions-around-the-world-have-no-record-of-sars-cov-
2-isolation-purification/.)

If the University of Waterloo also has no such records, then:

« the exception under 65(8.1)(a) is nonsensical and irrelevant because a nonexistent record is not respecting or
associated with anything, and
* section 29(1) requires you to state that there is no such record.

And if the University of Waterloo does have such a record, then there is some possibility that the alleged deadly virus
actually exists, in which case you need to disclose the record(s) posthaste, as per section 11(1):

Obligation to disclose
11 (1) Despite any other provision of this Act, a head shall, as soon as practicable, disclose

any record to the public or persons affected if the head has reasonable and probable
grounds to believe that it is in the public interest to do so and that the record reveals a grave
environmental, health or safety hazard to the public.

Therefore please clarify whether or not the University holds any such record, and if the University does please provide
access to it immediately.

With regard to the 2nd part of my request (for the first published study/record that, in the opinion of Associate

(Recall that this part of my request only applies if the University of Waterloo has no records describing purification.)

If the University of Waterloo also has no records that, in Michael Palmer's opinion, proved the existence of "SARS-COV-2"
in Wuhan, then once again:

» the exception under 65(8.1)(a) is nonsensical and irrelevant because a nonexistent record is not respecting or
associated with anything, and

e section 29(1) requires you to state that there is no such record.

And, if the University of Waterloo does hold records that, in Michael Palmer's opinion, proved the existence of "SARS-
COV-2" in Wuhan, then you need to disclose the record(s) posthaste, as per section 11(1).

As | explained on December 21, 2021, you have cited 65(8.1)(a) which does not apply to nonexistent records.
Exception
(8.1) This Act does not apply,
(a) to a record respecting or associated with research conducted or proposed by an employee of an educational
institution or by a person associated with an educational institution;
Nonexistent records are obviously not "respecting or associated with research conducted or proposed by an employee of
an educational institution or by a person associated with an educational institution”, because they don't exist and
therefore are not associated with anything.
I'm pretty sure that 65(8.1)(a) is not an exemption for imaginary, hypothetical records. It certainly isn't indicated as such.
And even if it were an exemption for imaginary, hypothetical records, | made 100% clear from the beginning that "my
request includes any study/report matching the above description, authored by anyone, anywhere." My request
is not only for records "respecting or associated with research conducted or proposed by an employee of an educational
institution or by a person associated with an educational institution”; it says nothing whatsoever about records
"respecting or associated with research conducted or proposed by an employee of an educational institution or by a
person associated with an educational institution”. Plenty of laboratories are capable of purifying particles in the same
size range as the alleged "virus" and "variants" without any involvement from an employee of an educational institution or
a person associated with an educational institution.
But again, I'm pretty sure that 65(8.1)(a) is not an exemption for imaginary, hypothetical records.

And | remind you, the Act makes perfectly clear how requests for nonexistent records are to be handled:

Contents of notice of refusal
29 (1) Notice of refusal to give access to a record or a part thereof under section 26 shall set

out,

(a) where there is no such record,

(i) that there is no such record, and

(i) that the person who made the request may appeal to the Commissioner the
question of whether such a record exists; or

(b) where there is such a record,

(i) the specific provision of this Act under which access is refused,

(ii) the reason the provision applies to the record,



(iif) the name and position of the person responsible for making the decision, and

(iv) that the person who made the request may appeal to the Commissioner for a
review of the decision. R.S.0. 1990, c. F.31,s.29 (1).

Thus far, you have not provided a coherent response, and | do require a clear, coherent response that is in accordance
with the Act.

Here are examples of coherent responses that are in accordance with the Act, from other institutions that are subject to
the exact same legislation and responded to the exact same request; perhaps you will find them helpful:
